REGARDING ANIMALS 

WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS! 
 
 

A license & rabies vaccination is 

required and applies to both cats 

(felines) and dogs (canines), hereafter 

referred to as "animals". 

 

 
 

You are not allowed to own more 

than three (3) animals per residence. 

 

 
 
 

All dogs will be leashed securely by a 

leash, not more than 8 feet long, or 

penned on the owner's property in such 

a way that they are confined and unable 

to leave the property. 

 
 

 
 

 

 
 

Dogs are not to be allowed to

All dogs not on a leash shall be kept in a 

secured area (fenced) or attached to an 

appropriate cable or chain with a doghouse 

or shelter offering protection from the 

elements, heat and cold.  Bedding is 

required in the winter.
