Chief Beshore also
presented to council the Police Department end of year report for 2012.

City Attorney Addleman reported a letter of release would be sent to Mr. Matt
Weiss releasing the drug dog Smokey to his care.

City Attorney Addleman requested approval to do another amnesty program
from 1-1-2013 to 4-15-2013. Motion by Wix, seconded by Boyd to approve
the amnesty program from 1-1-2013 to 4-15-2013. Motion passed
unanimously by a show hands.

City Administrator Arbuthnot informed council the Notice to Contractors for
the Downtown Improvement Project will be published in the newspaper on
January 4, 2013. Bids are due back on February 1, 2013.

City Administrator Arbuthnot and City Clerk Koehn met with the department
heads to discuss the proposed FY 2013-14 City Budget.

City Administrator Arbuthnot reminded council the filing deadline for City
Council seats is January 15, 2013 no later than 5:00 p.m. The individuals
whose terms will be up are: Councilman Wix, Ward 4; Councilman Weil,
Ward 3; Councilman Simons, Ward 2 and Councilman Phillips, Ward 1.

City Administrator Arbuthnot requested approval for Bob Noel to move ahead
with the engineering design for attachment facilities for 3 MW Solar Farm to
finalize what the actual cost will be. Motion by Simons, seconded by Burg to
proceed with the engineering design attachment facility. Motion passed
unanimously by a show of hands.

Code Enforcement Officer Wheatley gave the code enforcement report.
Mayor Malan stated he is looking forward to a good 2013.
Nothing to report.

Phillips reported a request from Melissa Phillips on behalf of the Jefferson Hi-
way Origination to paint and letter 6-8 utility poles with the letters JH and blue
& white paint on South Main through North Main. Motion by Phillips,
seconded by Simons to approve 6-8 utility poles to be painted blue & white
and lettered JH.

Phillips reported Lisa Hager inquired about parking two buses on the backside
of the old Fire Department with the ability to plug block heaters. Motion by
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City Clerk Casey Koehn

Phillips, seconded by Burg to allow the parking of the two buses with an
agreement to release the City of any liability. Motion passed unanimously by a
show of hands.

Nothing to report.

Simons stated the need to address the issue of burnt houses in the City of
Butler.

Weil thanked Public Works Director Diehl for the prompt attention to the
lights on the square.

Nothing to report.

Boyd stated we need to show appreciation to the church groups for all their
hard work helping the Neighborhood Pride Commission.

Called for a Finance Committee meeting on January 15, 2013 at 6:00pm.

Consider an agreement with the Larkin Group regarding their merger with
Lamp Rynearson & Associates, Inc. an engineering company located in
Omaha, Nebraska. Motion by Wix, seconded by Simons to approve an
agreement with Larkin Group. Motion passed unanimously by a show of
hands.

Consider an amendment to the Farm Lease Agreement for a reduction of 12.48
acres in the Butler Industrial Park. Motion by Boyd, seconded by Simons to
approve the amendment to the Farm Lease Agreement. Motion passed
unanimously by a show of hands.

Consider approval of City's self insurance deductible amount of $10,000 for
the fuel storage tank at the Butler Memorial Airport. The pollution liability
insurance policy that the City has with the Missouri Petroleum Storage Tank
Insurance Fund requires that the City provide a guarantee to meet the
deductible amount with the renewal of the policy. Motion by Simons,
seconded by Wix to approve City’s self insurance deductible amount of
$10,000 for the fuel storage tank at the Butler Memorial Airport. Motion
passed unanimously by a show of hands.

There being no further business, motion was made by Wix, seconded by Brow
n to adjourn the regular meeting. Motion passed unanimously with a show of
hands.
